Views: 

Article XI, paragraphs 1 and 2 of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States 

Agreement No. 11/99 

Taking into account the principle of geographical distribution and linguistic representation contained in the body of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States; 
Considering that during the current 2011-2012 period the Non-grouped Countries (Republic of Panama, Republic of Cuba and the Dominican Republic), would preside over the Board of the Council of Ministers. 

Taking into consideration that the Non-grouped Countries exceptionally agreed with the CARICOM Group, to exchange the succession to the Presidency of the Board of the Council of Ministers for the period 2011-2012. 

Have Agreed: 

1. That the CARICOM Group will preside over the Presidency of the Council of Ministers for the period 2011-2012 and the Non-grouped Countries shall do so in the 2012-2013 period. 

2. From the year 2013 the order established in the Agreement 11/99 will resume.
