AGREEMENT ON ADOPTING THE RECOMMENDATIONS CONTAINED IN THE REPORT OF THE CHAIRMAN OF THE CARIBBEAN SEA COMMISSION 

The Ministerial Council, 

Taking into account:

Article III and XV of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States

The Fourth Summit held in Panama City, Panama on July 2005 in which the Caribbean Sea Initiative was proposed as a permanent item on the agenda of the Ministerial Council

Agreement No. 6/06 which established the Caribbean Sea Commission for the purpose of the implementation of the Caribbean Sea Initiative

Agreement No. 14/07 which, inter alia endorsed the recommendation of the Caribbean Sea Commission in relation to its Work Programme and which directed the Commission to review aspects of its Operating Statute and Rules of Procedure; 

Agreement No. 3/08 which established to further review certain provisions of the Operating Statute and Rules of Procedures of the Caribbean Sea Commission and direct the 12th Intersessional Preparatory Meeting to approve that instrument.

Agreement No. 12/10 which supported the convocation of the inaugural meetings of the Sub-Commissions of the CSC and the Expert Consultation 

Conscious of the conclusions of the first meeting of the Scientific and Technical Sub-Commission and the Legal Sub-Commission transmitted via reports for the attention and endorsement of the 34th Executive Board Meeting of the Ministerial Council held on 14 May, 2010 in Port-of-Spain

Conscious of the fact that the Caribbean Sea Commission, as part of its follow-up duty on the Caribbean Sea Initiative, has convened the 11th meeting of the Caribbean Sea Commission, and has hosted the Expert Consultation on the Operationalisation of the Caribbean Sea Commission held in Barbados on July 2010;
Mindful of the adoption by the United Nations General Assembly of the Draft Resolution A/C2.65/L46 “Towards the Sustainable Development of the Caribbean Sea for Present and Future Generations, preamble of the Resolution A/Res/65/155; 

Bearing in mind the recommendations and conclusions arising from those meetings as contained in the attached report of the Chairman, the importance of these decisions to the further institutionalisation of the Caribbean Sea Commission, and the need for the prompt implementation of these outcomes.

Agrees:

1. To endorse the conclusions and recommendations contained in the attached report of the Chairman of the Caribbean Sea Commission based on the work undertaken by the Commission and the activities that remain to be undertaken in order to fulfill the mandate sent to us.

2. To support the convocation of the 2nd meeting of the Scientific and Technical Sub-Commission and the Legal Sub-Commission and the Inaugural Meeting of Governance Public Outreach and Information Sub-Commission.

3. To encourage the Commission to complete, on a timely basis, the report of the sixty-seventh Regular Session of the United Nations General Assembly as required under A/C.2/65/L.46 set out at Annex I (Ref: ACS/2011/CM.XVI/CR/CSC) to this Agreement.
4. To provide recommendations to the Secretary-General and the Commission to take all the steps necessary to secure the lobby mission to the United Nations Headquarters on March 2011. 
5. To advance in the implementation of measures to start the operationalisation of the Caribbean Sea Commission.
