Pursuant to:

Agreement No. 11/07 Institutionalising the Declaration of Havana Emanating from the First Tourism Ministerial Meeting of the Association of Caribbean States, Havana, Cuba, 19th October, 2006;     

Recommendations from the 19h Meeting of the Special Committee of Sustainable Tourism / 1st Preparatory Meeting of the 2nd Meeting of Ministers of Tourism of the Greater Caribbean held in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, on June 27th, 2008;  
Considering:

That the 2nd  Meeting of Ministers of Tourism (TMM-2) will  provide an environment for governmental authorities and other interested parties to discuss important topics on the international, regional and national  tourism agenda and the relationship of these issues to the development of tourism within the Greater Caribbean;

The need to increase and strengthen tourism sector  among the Countries of the Greater Caribbean in order to guarantee/strengthen market access and viability of this important economic indicator;
The offer made by the Government of Colombia to host the 2nd Meeting of Ministers of Tourism (TMM-2) in the City of Barranquilla;
Agrees:

1. To express gratitude to the Government of Colombia for offering to host the 2nd Meeting of Ministers of Tourism of the Greater Caribbean in the City of Barranquilla in the first quarter of 2009, following the mandate f the Havana Declaration of the 1st Meeting of Ministers of Tourism of the Greater Caribbean. The final dates will be decided in coordination with the ACS Secretariat. 
2.  To instruct the ACS Secretariat to coordinate with the Government of Colombia, the necessary arrangements and support to host and promote the TMM-2 within its Member States and Associate Members.
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
