Pursuant to:

Articles III 1a), 1b) and 2d) and 2f) of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States;

Agreement No. 15/97 of the Ministerial Council, containing the Declaration of the 3rd Ordinary Meeting of the Ministerial Council, regarding the importance of the Caribbean Sea as the Common Patrimony of the peoples of the Area;

The Declaration of the 2nd Summit of ACS Heads of States and Government, specifically its paragraphs 5 and 6;

The Declaration of the 4th Summit of ACS Heads of States and Government, specifically its paragraphs 19, 19a), 19b), 19c) and 19d) 

United Nations General Assembly Resolutions 54/225, 55/203, 57/261 and 59/230.
The Mauritius Strategy for the further Implementation of the Barbados Programme of Action, and specifically its paragraph 31

Agrees:
1. 
On the Creation of the Follow-Up Commission for the Caribbean Sea Initiative, by expanding the current Technical Advisory Group on the Caribbean Sea Initiative to include participation from official delegations of the Association and other persons nominated by member states to ensure a multidisciplinary composition of the Follow-Up Commission. 
2. 
That the mandate of the Follow-Up Commission will be to do the strategic planning and technical follow-up work for the advancement of the Caribbean Sea Initiative and to formulate a practical and action-oriented work programme for the further development and implementation of the Initiative taking into account the work already undertaken by the TAG and other relevant regional stakeholders.

3.
That the Follow-Up Commission would be authorised to present recommendations to the Ministerial Council.        
4. That the Follow-Up Commission should convene its first meeting as soon as possible, but preferably by the end of April 2006. 

5. Mandates the Secretary General to take all the steps necessary to ensure full and effective implementation of this agreement, including the mobilisation of extra-budgetary resources.

6. That the Commission keep the Presidential Follow-Up Group informed of its work.
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
