AGREEMENT ESTABLISHING A FOLLOW-UP GROUP TO KEEP UNDER CONSTANT REVIEW THE STATUS OF THE LEGAL INSTRUMENTS OF THE ASSOCIATION OF CARIBBEAN STATES 

The Ministerial Council,

Pursuant to:

 Articles III, VIII, IX, XVII, XVIII and XX of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States

Mindful of:
The importance of the legal instruments already negotiated within the framework of the Convention, and those still to be negotiated giving juridical life to the activities of the Association particularly in its focal areas of Trade Development and External Economic Relations, Natural Disasters, Transportation and Sustainable Tourism Development;

Conscious of:

The need for the Association to be able to enjoy, within the territory of the Members, Associate Members and Observers, the privileges and immunities granted in Article XVII of the Convention;

Aware that:
The legal instruments negotiated within the framework of the Association constitute the juridical underpinning to its activities, and serves to engender confidence in the partners with whom the Association engages;

Concerned that:

The main instruments of the Association, to wit The Protocol on Privileges and Immunities, The Agreement for Regional Co-Operation in the Area of natural Disasters, The Convention Establishing the Sustainable Tourism Zone of the Caribbean and the Protocol to that Convention, and The Air Transport Agreement among Member States and Associate Members of the Association of Caribbean States, have yet to receive the ratifications required for their entry into force;

Taking Note of:

The Report of the Secretary-General to the Ninth Intersessional Preparatory Meeting and the Eleventh Ordinary Meeting of the Ministerial Council setting out the status of legal instruments of the Association;

AGREES:

1. To urge all Members and Associate Members of the Association to be      mindful of their obligations under Article XVIII of the Convention, to take all appropriate and pertinent measures to carry out the provisions of the Convention in order to facilitate the achievement of its purposes.

2. To establish a Group to keep under constant review the status of the legal instruments of the Association, with a view to expedite their entry into force.

3. That the Group will comprise of Ambassadors accredited to the Association, including the Depositary State and the Secretary General.

4. That the Secretary General will define the modalities for the functioning of the Group and will keep the Ministerial Council informed of its activities.
