MECHANISM FOR APPOINTING THE MEMBERS OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD OF THE MINISTERIAL COUNCIL 

The Ministerial Council,

Pursuant to:

Article XI paragraphs (1), (2) and (4) of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States;

Articles 31 and 39 of Annex I of Agreement No. 9/95;

Considering:

That the rotation of the Chairmanship of the Ministerial Council should take into account the spirit of the Convention Establishing the ACS with regard to geographical and linguistic representation in the Association;

That through Agreement No. 12/96, approved by the Ministerial Council at its Second Ordinary Meeting, held in Havana, Cuba, on December 13, 1996, the application of Article 31 of the Procedural Norms of the Ministerial Council of the Association was suspended for three years, and a temporary mechanism was adopted for selecting the Executive Board of the Ministerial Council, consisting of a rotation of positions, in accordance with the identification of three groups, which would successively occupy the Chairmanship of the Ministerial Council;

That paragraph 3 of Agreement No. 12/96 indicates that the Ministerial Council shall establish the mechanism to be applied with respect to Article 31 of the Procedural Norms, once the period of application of the temporary mechanism expires;

That the Member States of the Association are currently grouped as follows:

Group of Three:

Colombia, Mexico and Venezuela

CARICOM:
Antigua and Barbuda, The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname and Trinidad and Tobago

Central America:
Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras and Nicaragua

Non-grouped Countries:
Cuba, Dominican Republic and Panama;

Agrees:

1. To amend Article 31 of Annex 1 of Agreement No. 9/95 as follows:

 “ARTICLE 31: Executive Board. The Executive Board of the Ministerial Council shall comprise a Chairman, two Vice-Chairmen and Rapporteur.

The appointment of the Member States, whose representatives will occupy the aforementioned positions, shall be conducted by rotation, among the groups that make up the Association.
The Executive Board appointed at the end of a sitting of the Ministerial Council, shall continue its duties until the end of the next sitting.”
2. Each group will successively occupy the posts of Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Rapporteur of the Executive Board of the Ministerial Council, and that in accordance with the above paragraph, the order of rotation, beginning in the year 2000, shall be as follows:
