APPOINTMENT OF THREE HIGH LEVEL OFFICIALS OF THE SECRETARIAT OF THE ASSOCIATION OF CARIBBEAN STATES
The Ministerial Council,

Pursuant to:

Article IX, sub-paragraph (e) of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States; 

The decision taken by the Ministerial Council on the election of three High Level Officials of the Secretariat, approved according to the structure presented as Annex II of Agreement No. 2/95 and in accordance with the procedure provided in Agreement No. 8/95 of the Ministerial Council;

Considering:

The candidatures of Mr. Luis Carpio Govea, Ms. Jasmin Garraway and Mr. Manuel Madriz Fornos, presented for election as High Level Officials of the Secretariat, by the Governments of Venezuela, St. Vincent and the Grenadines and Nicaragua respectively;

That the candidatures presented comply with the procedure established at the 8th Intersessional Preparatory Meeting, held in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago;

That the candidatures presented are in accordance with the principle of geographic distribution, taking into consideration the different regional sub-groups and the need for a high degree of competence, specialization and professional experience;

Agrees:

1. To elect Mr. Luis Carpio Govea and Ms. Jasmin Garraway as High Level Officials of the Secretariat, for a period of three years counted from the formal commencement of duties; Elect Mr. Manuel Madriz Fornos as a High Level Official of the Secretariat, for a period of two years counted from the formal commencement of duties, which in his case, shall be January 2006; 
2. To request that the Secretary General extend the contract of Mr. Luis Noriega Herrarte to December 31, 2005;
3. To request that the Secretary General extend the contract of Mr. Carlos Dávila to April 30, 2005;
4. To instruct the Secretary General to prepare the contracts of Mr. Luis Carpio Govea, Ms. Jasmin Garraway and Mr. Manuel Madriz Fornos, in accordance with paragraph 1 of this Agreement;

That the outgoing Director shall formally submit to the new Director, detailed reports on the programmes of action, projects and other activities of the Special Committees under his/her responsibility;

That the handing over period referred to in paragraph 5 of this Agreement, shall not exceed 5 days.
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
