AGREEMENT APPROVING THE REPORTS OF THE CHAIRMAN OF THE MINISTERIAL COUNCIL, THE SECRETARY GENERAL AND THE CHAIRMEN OF THE SPECIAL COMMITTEES AND OF THE COUNCIL OF NATIONAL REPRESENTATIVES OF THE SPECIAL FUND, AND INSTRUCTING THE PREPARATION OF THE FINAL VERSION OF THE 2002 WORK PROGRAMME 

OF THE ASSOCIATION OF CARIBBEAN STATES (ACS)

The Ministerial Council,

Pursuant to:

Articles XIV, paragraph 3 and XV of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States;

Agreement No. 7/95 of the Ministerial Council;

Agreement No. 1/00 of the Ministerial Council taking note of the Secretary General’s Annual Report and approving the rationalisation and prioritisation of the ACS Work Programme in 2001;
Considering:
The recommendations and decisions of the 5th Intersessional Preparatory Meeting;

The Report of the Chairman of the Ministerial Council;

The Annual Report of the Secretary General;

The Reports presented by the Chairmen of the Special Committees and the Council of National Representatives of the Special Fund of the ACS; 
Agrees: 

1. To approve the Report presented by the Chairman of the Ministerial Council (Annex I);

2. To approve the Secretary General’s Report for the year 2001 (Annex II);

3. To approve the Reports presented by the Chairmen of the Special Committees and the Council of National Representatives of the Special Fund (Annex III);

4. To take note of the draft 2002 ACS Work Programme, prepared by the Secretariat and to instruct that it be revised in accordance with the Declaration of Margarita and Plan of Action approved by the 3rd Summit of Heads of State and/or Government of the ACS Summit, to be held in Margarita Island, Venezuela, on December 11-12, 2001 (Annex IV);
5. That the 19th Meeting of the Executive Board of the Ministerial Council will revise the 2001 Work Programme of the Association, in accordance with this Agreement;

6. To instruct the Special Committee on Budget and Administration to hold an extraordinary meeting in the first quarter of 2002, pursuant to the 19th Meeting of the Executive Board of the Ministerial Council, to revise the 2002 Budget of the Association, in accordance with this Agreement and the revised 2002 Work Programme;

To authorise the 6th Intersessional Preparatory Meeting to decide on the recommendations of the 19th Meeting of the Executive Board of the Ministerial Council and the extraordinary meeting of the Special Committee on Budget and Administration, with regard to the revision of the 2002 Work Programme and Budget of the Association.
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
