DECLARATION OF THE UNITED NATIONS ECONOMIC COMMISSION FOR LATIN AMERICA AND THE CARIBBEAN AS FOUNDING OBSERVER TO THE ASSOCIATION OF CARIBBEAN STATES

The Ministerial Council,

Pursuant to:

Articles V and IX, paragraph (c) of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States (ACS);

Articles 5 and 6, paragraphs 1 (B) and 2, Annex I of Agreement 4/95 of the Ministerial Council;

Agreement 5/96 declaring the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), the Latin American Economic System (SELA), the Central American Integration System (SICA) and the Permanent Secretariat of the General Agreement on Central American Economic Integration (SIECA) as Founding Observers to the ACS;

Considering:
That ECLAC was involved in the setting up of the ACS;

That the experience of ECLAC will enrich the work of the Ministerial Council and the Special Committees;

That ECLAC is recognized to have emphasized the promotion, consolidation and strengthening of regional cooperation and of the integration process of a significant number of Members in the Caribbean Basin;

That ECLAC is opening a significant space for integrating, diversifying and strengthening the Association, enhancing, consolidating and improving the economic diversification of its Members and the Caribbean presence at hemispheric and world levels;


Agrees: 

To declare ECLAC as a Founding Observer in the ACS, without prejudice to the provisions in Article 5, Annex I of Agreement 4/95 of the Ministerial Council, in just recognition of the efforts undertaken in the conception and birth of the ACS and fully persuaded of the valuable contributions that it will make to the objectives of the Association;

That the participation of ECLAC will be in keeping with the provisions of the Convention Establishing the ACS and the respective Agreements relating to the work of Founding Observers within the ACS.
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
