The Ministerial Council,

Pursuant to:

Articles XIV, paragraph 3 and XV of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States (ACS);

Agreement No. 7/95 of the Ministerial Council;

The Declaration of Margarita and Plan of Action approved by the 3rd Summit of Heads of State and/or Government of the ACS, held in Margarita Island, Venezuela, on December 11-12, 2001;
Considering:
The recommendations and decisions of the 6th Intersessional Preparatory Meeting;

The Report of the Chairman of the Ministerial Council;

The Annual Report of the Secretary General;

The Reports presented by the Chairmen of the Special Committees and the Council of National Representatives of the Special Fund; 

Agrees: 

1. To approve the Report presented by the Chairman of the Ministerial Council (Annex I);
