ACTIONS TO FACILITATE THE RATIFICATIONS OF THE CONVENTION 
ESTABLISHING THE SUSTAINABLE TOURISM ZONE OF THE CARIBBEAN
The Ministerial Council,

Considering:

The Report of the Secretary General and the Report of the Chairman of the Special Committee on Sustainable Tourism in which they presented the progress made in respect of the Convention Establishing the Sustainable Tourism Zone of the Caribbean.

Noting:

1. The importance of the Report of the Chairman of the Special Committee on Sustainable Tourism and his recommendations that all Member States and Associate Member States proceed towards ratification of the Convention Establishing the Sustainable Tourism Zone of the Caribbean.

2. That the Preparatory Meeting took account of the agreements of the last meeting of the Legal Affairs Committee of CARICOM in respect of negotiating with non-CARICOM ACS Member States the amendments that may be necessary to the Convention identified by CARICOM States and presented at the meeting of the ACS Group of Legal Experts held on June 11-12, 2002. 

Agrees:

(i) To instruct that the matter be reopened by the Special Committee on Sustainable Tourism which should receive as a matter of urgency the position of the CARICOM Member States.

(ii) To encourage Member States to be represented at these negotiations by high level officials in order to reach agreement as expeditiously as possible, in view of the fact that the matter has been under consideration for some time.
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
