ELECTION OF THE HIGH LEVEL OFFICIALS OF THE SECRETARIAT
The Ministerial Council,

Pursuant to:

Article IX, sub-paragraph e of the Convention Establishing the Association of Caribbean States; 

Article 21 of Annex I of Agreement No. 10/95, on the term of office of international staff members of the Secretariat;

The decision taken by the Ministerial Council on the election of three High Level Officials of the Secretariat, approved according to the structure presented as Annex II of Agreement  No. 2/95 and in accordance with the procedure provided in Agreement No. 8/95 of the Ministerial Council;

Considering :

The candidatures of Messrs. Mario Francisco Estrada Cuevas and Miguel Ceara Hatton, presented for re-election  as High Level Officials to occupy the posts of Directors of the Secretariat, by the Governments of the Republic of Guatemala and the Dominican Republic respectively;

The candidature of Mr. Ricardo Vargas Taylor, presented for  election as Director of the Secretariat, by the Government of the Republic of Colombia;

That the candidatures presented comply with the procedure established at the Third Intersessional Preparatory Meeting, held in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago on July 22-23, 1999;

That the candidatures presented are in accordance with the principle of geographic distribution, taking into consideration the different regional sub-groups and the need for a high degree of competence, specialization and professional experience;

Agrees:

1. To elect Mr. Ricardo Vargas Taylor, as a High Level Official to occupy the post of Director of the Secretariat, for a period of three years counted from the formal commencement of duties;   

2. To re-elect Messrs. Mario Francisco Estrada Cuevas and Miguel Ceara Hatton, as High Level Officials to occupy the posts of   Directors of the Secretariat, so that their total period of service will be five years in accordance with Article 21 of Annex I of Agreement No. 10/95;

3. That the period of appointment referred to in the foregoing paragraph, shall be for two years counting from the termination of their original contracts; 

4. To instruct the Secretary General in office to renew the contracts of Messrs. Mario Francisco Estrada Cuevas and Miguel Ceara Hatton, in accordance with paragraphs 2 and 3 of this Agreement;

5.
That the outgoing Director shall formally submit to the new Director, detailed reports on the programmes of action, projects and other activities of the Special Committees under her responsibility;   

6.
That the handing over period referred to in paragraph 5 of this Agreement, shall not exceed 5 days.
